CALL FOR PROPOSALS – Deadline 1/15/10
We are seeking proposals for the upcoming 2010 REAP Symposium. This year’s symposium will focus on enhancing opportunities for funding offered in the Obama Stimulus Plan. Presenters will have the opportunity to discuss ideas with a panel of DC funding agencies and symposium participants to gain relevant feedback to enhance funding opportunities. 

Proposals should be well-developed research concepts or currently administered projects. Proposals must present defined research questions that help guide the future direction and evaluation of adventure programming (AP). 

Proposals may include presentations of current research developments that relate to the advancement of the AP field OR presentations of proposed or current programs or research concepts in need of funding that support work in one of the following areas: 
· Health and wellness

· Substance abuse prevention and treatment

· Juvenile justice

· Mental health

· Spectrum of life development— Early childhood to old age

THE REVIEW PROCESS

The Proposal Review Process is as follows:

1. On the Application form, identify the area in which your program/concept best fits. 

2. The proposal will be read and scored by up to three reviewers.

3. The steering committee makes the final decision on accepted presentations, based on the    reviewer scores and feedback, as well as the volume of proposals received.

4. Review of proposals will begin January 15, 2010. 

5. You will be contacted by February 1, 2010 regarding the status of your proposal.

6. Have you presented this program or research concept at any event before? If yes, please note when, where and how many people were in attendance.

Present the workshop that has been approved by the workshop committee.

REVIEW CRITERIA
The reviewers will use the framework listed below to rate each proposal. Please familiarize yourself with these criteria so you can submit the strongest possible proposal.

1. Significance and value of topic and content of the presentation to the symposium focus area, the field of research and evaluation of adventure programming, and to the intended audience (40%)

• Is the proposal topic relevant/timely/critical/of interest for the designated area and/or REAP symposium participants in general?

2. Skills and purpose clearly developed (30%)

See Application – Page 3,#3
• Are the ideas fully and thoughtfully developed with reference to previous research?

3. Program or research concept design (10%)
• Is the proposal thoughtfully developed, providing detailed information on previous research, methods and analysis?

4. Qualifications/expertise (10%)

See Application – Page 3, #4
• Does the applicant have the necessary expertise to present this subject?
5. Other factors taken into consideration (10%)

• Does the program or research concept fill an anticipated gap? 

• Do reviewers think the program or research concept should be presented?

• How does the program or research concept fit into the focus area?
